Like many of you | will shoot the Nationals hereNfissoula in about a month. It is very exciting awbryone wants to shoot thei
best. | will go to the range and shoot as manydsias possible and try to be prepared, but tkeagyood deal of work that can be done 4
home. | like having a plan and | will share myrpigith you. Shooting a stage requires combinisgraes of skills. | like to work on as
many of those skills at home as possible. To veorkny home plan | need the following:

Gun, holster rig and a few empty mags

A timer

Targets (I use 1/3 size cardboard painted in atigla&ombinations with a few white ones for no sts).
Copies of the stages for the match (now availabiire under the Nationals tab on the USPSA site).

I will break each stage down into what | know avitht | think. What | know is the draw positionh&fe are many variations on
the draw this year and it is important to work @acleone. | make a list that includes hand, fodtlzady position as well as whether | will
shoot from the draw or move. If | move | list tthieection. | will also want to draw to the firgtrjet | anticipate shooting. Work through
the variables for hand positions; hands flat on¢6ald be low on the wall or high on the wall, tnany variations.

Next | will try and anticipate the order in whitthink | might shoot the targets. This definitéafls under the “what | think”
portion of my plan. You will have to decide whesuysee the stage how to shoot it but thinking thhoyour options now can only help. I
you have a shooting buddy ask them their plan hed give them your plan and see what they thirlke drder in which you engage wiill
also dictate where you reload. For open guys therenany fewer decisions but for us L10 folks ¢here many options and you have to

consider the risks. Will you try to shoot two gasis without a reload if there are 9 shots inahgdiwo pieces of steel? Lots to think about.

Next | want to look for memory stages. The staggeposted are intentionally vague (I assume) serifgion to allow for
flexibility within the walk through instructions oe the stage is constructed. If you see a mentaggst can be beneficial to see others
shoot it. Pick a plan and carry it out. If th@ster right before you comes up with a great plamn will be ahead to shoot your plan.
Changing plans on the fly is often disastrousmIiret a fan of memory stages but they are a resdityet a plan.

After | work through all this | will find | haveldlls that need work. Reloads from your third @ee fourth mag holder, moving
backwards with a gun, bad shooting positions dreaaly to work on at home. Also once the rangmén to inspection you should go and
look the stages over. This is a huge advantagehélocal shooter. As many of us will work buildione stage you will at least get a feel
for that stage.

In preparation for the match | will clean my gease gauge my ammo, chrono it to make sure it makgsr and clean my mags,
and keep cleaning them every time they end updrdtti. This includes single stack mags. Did htien that you should chrono your
ammo? As someone who had 165.2 power factor anhiaio @rea match | can speak from almost terribpeeg&nce. Last, | always try to
remember that | am there to have fun. | probaldptwin a gun or a pile of cash so | can do my besbmpete against the only person
that counts, me. If you shoot a match that youhampy with you win. Go watch the super squad, Hreyserious but seem to have fun an
support each other. Good luck.
